The chairman sympathised with Cllr.Sharon Thomas who recetly lost her Mother and  she thanked us for the card she received.

Derrick and Shirley Hartley joined us at the beginning of the meeting to raise their concern to the loss of Bwcabus to the comminity. People are lost without this service. The Councillors also showed their concern to the loss of this service. It was noted that a meeting has been held in Llandysul and many attended. It was also noted that we have been in touch with the Council and contacted Ben Lake and Elin Jones.  The Clerk will contact them again.
It was noted that the cost of runnung this service was high and hiring a taxi would be cheaper. Derrick and Shirley asked why did they purchase 2 new busus recently when the ones they had were fine – why waste money when they were intending on cutting the service completley?  Some villagers who were dependant on this service have had to canel mediacal appointments as they don’t drive. Without such a service the worry is that people will move out of rural communities, especially as they age.

1. Declaration of Interest 

1. Minutes of last meeting.

· 3.1 - All Councillors had previously received a copy of February minutes . The Clerk had forgotten to note that Cllr. Teifi Evans had seconded that January minutes were correct.
· 3.2 – Cllr.Maldwyn Lewis proposed that the minutes were correct for February and Cllr Emyr Jones seconded.

1. Matters Arrising
· 4.1 –Nat West Mandate – e-mail received as adobie and not from Nat West ( didn’t realise that it was regarding the Mandate). Cllr CJ and MD have already signed.
· 4.2 – A De-fib training course will be held at Ffostrasol hall on Wednesday March 20th. It was noted that it clashed with the recording of ‘Dechrau Canu, Dechrau Canmol’ at Glynarthen towards Sioe’r Cardis. They decided to carry on with the training as planned. The training will be around 2 hours and only room for 20 to attend. It will begin at 7pm. This event needs to be shared on Facebook and Friends of Ffostrasol page. Booking for this training is essential.
· 4.3– The Clerk to contact Derryk and Gwyn regarding the Audit.
· 4.4– Contact Owenna Davies from Ffostrasol regarding any help with the T Llew Jones sign at Coedybryn. We need a copy of the images for the sign.
· 4.5 – Bench – concrete should be placed under the benches to prevent them being stolen. It might be easier to place them on paving slabs or even fix them temperary to the wall behind. The same issue arrises at both locations. We have seen images of the benches and they look very nice.
· 4.6 –Office 365 needs updationg on the laptop. If we have enough time at the end of the meeting this evening, we will update.
· 4.7 – Courses
Cllr ML, CJ and RD have competed Module 1.
It was discussed how many were needed for a chorum – we must follow our guidelines as a Community Council which are 5 plus the Chair.
The Clerk needs to upload a brief of the meetings within a week, including all present and appologies and main points discussed.
The public can join the meetings for 10 minutes at the start if they have any concerns.  They will have to inform us if they wish to attend and notify their concern.  The Clerk will add to the Agenda that this is an option and notify them that the meetings are held through the medium of Welsh. ( noted that our visitors this evening told us “ you got rid of it “ regarding the Bwcabys service – although we as a Community Council had nothing to do with ending the service. The Councillors all thought that the work we are doing is very un-rewarding!
We will have to think of a way to ensure our meetings are Hybrid.
The Clerk will have to create an annual report of all we have done over the year.
The Clerk needs to create a Courses plan that the councillors have attended. Clerk needs to attend courses too ( SLCC)
The Clerk will arrange further Courses for the Councuillors during the month of March.
· 4.8 –A great disappointment that we have had no response from CLIC regarding the danger to the public in Brongest as lack of salt boxes. Safety is very important to us.
· 4.9 – It was noted that the potholes in Ffostrasol have been filled temperary, as they need filling again.
· 4.10 –New pads have been fitted on the De-fib at Coedybryn.
· 4.11 –Pauline’s response was fantastic when the De-fib was recently used at Croeslan.  We will have to fund for batteries and pads in the near future.
· 4.12 – Error appeared on the spare De-fib and Councillor Ceri Jones returned it to Calon Hearts.

1. County Councillors Report.
· 5.1 – An increase of 10% will be in Community Charge and 1.1% towards the Fire Service which will be a total increase of 11.1%
· 5.2 – There will be no free parking in Llandysul in the near future.
· 5.3 – Penbryn and Tresaith WC’s are funded by the Community Councils. Also Community Councils will have to fund hedge cutting.
· 5.4 – A new App is available to make payments through ‘My Account’.
· 5.5 – The work on the sea barrier at Aberaeron continues.
· 5.6 – At Ysgol Dyffryn Aeron pupils signed panels that were placed as part of the structure. It was interesting having a conversation with the builders regarding the building format.
· 5.7 – A concern was raised regarding refuse collections. Nappies will contine to be collected and the black bags will be collected less often and only 3 bags at one time. ( it was noted that the black bags had not been collected from many villages last week).

· 6.1– Marie Curie – send them an e-mail notifying them to fill in the form if requesting a funding.
· 6.2 – Lesley from Solution Factory contacted regarding our Facebook page. To reach more viewers we need to share information more often and link with other local pages.
· 6.3 – Elin Jones sent a questionaire regarding the 20mph speed limits. Are there any roads that need returning to 30mph and are there any roads that need adding further speed limits. The questionaire was filled during the meeting.
· 6.4 – Social Media course available for 2 Councillors.
· 6.5 – Cynnal y Cardi fund is available. We will post this on facebook and there are 2 levels of funding available.
· 6.6 –Gavin from Openreach. Vouchers available in Rhydlewis to improve the system.  93 have already participated, 43%. There are 790 homes in the area. This has been mentioned in the Community cafe too.
· 6.7 –Community Homes – to help more with affordable housing.
