· 2.1 – Planning – Cllr Mark Davies

1. Minutes of last meeting.

·  Cllr. Emyr Jones confirmed that the minutes were correct and it was seconded by Cllr.Mark Davies.

1. Matters Arrising
· 4.1 – The Clwerk has been unable to add names online as we have no online banking in place. The next step is for one of the Councillors already on thre mandate to arrange a meeting with the Bank along with Cllrs Sian Williams and Carol Davies to enable adding their names. It was agreed that Cllr Sharon Thomas would arrange a convenient time with the bank.
· 4.2 -  Assest List – The bench by the notice board in Ffostrasol was donated to the village from the Football Club. It was noticed when erecting the Christmas tree that it needed some restoration.  The Clerk will send a letter to the Football club enquiring if they would like the Community Council to be in charge of the restoration and upkeep of this bench.
· 4.3– Christmas Trees – We thanked Cllr Sharon Thomas once again for arranging the trees and to Councillors Ceri Jones and Emyr Jones for erecting the trees in the villages.Cllr Sian Williams and her brother Arwyn were responsible for the tree at Coedybryn.
(Cllr Sian Williams was asked to note on Facebook – Question – “What is different about the trees this year? The first correct answer will receive a mince pie.)
Elaine Thomas from Maesllyn has requested a set of lights for their tree, and Cllr Sian Williams will deliver them during the next couple of days.  It was proposed that each tree should have a second set of lights, as the large trees would look better. All agreed that these lights were good as they can be recharged by USB. Another 6 sets needs oredering, and aftere they arrive the Cllr will arange for them to be dispatched for all the trees.

· 4.5 – During the ceremony of switching on the Christmas lights at Coedybryn, Cllr Sian Williams thanked the Council for the tree. Cllr Ceri Jones apologised for his absence.
