4. Matters                Flower Pots – The following Councillors  - Rob Jones, Ceri Jones, Maldwyn 
Arising                  Lewis & Emyr Jones were thanked for distributing the flower pots to the
                              villages. We need to keep a list of location of pots for future reference.
                              Cllr.Ceri Jones has discussed the flowers for the pots with Roger from
                              Trefhedyn. Cllr Sian Williams offered to arrange collection from Trefhedyn
                              & both Cllrs Sian Williams & Sharon Thomas offered to plant them. If 
                              anyone else available, they are more than welcomed to lend a hand. After 
                              collecting the plants, we will be able to settle the bill with Trefhedyn.
                              Maintaining the pots was discussed and ideally we would be able to have
                              Volunteers from each village. It was uncertain what the reaction would be, 
                              especially this year and maybe the Councillors themselves would have to 
                              maintain and water them.
                              Cllr.Maldwyn Lewis especially thanked Cllr.Ceri Jones & Cllr. Rob Jones for
                              their work distributing the heavy pots. Without their tractors & Trailers this
                              would have been an impossible task.

                              Cllr Sian Williams raised a question regarding the placement of the pots in
                              Coedybryn.  It was asked if the pot near the bus stop could be re-placed by
                              the sign for the Village near Brynhywel.  This location was previously 
                              considered, but as on private property, was omitted. Due to weight of pots, 
                              it was considered better leave this year & we could locate a pot by 
                              Brynhywel next year.

                             It was also noted that one of the pots were placed by the sign for Capel 
                              Cynon, near the football pitch, as some village signs already had planters.
                               It was also noted that location of some pots were not very visible at 
                               present, but with colourful flowers hopefully they will be more visible. 
                              Trefhedyn are arranging summer bedding plants but it was noted that it 
                              would be nice to plant bulbs in the Autumn ready for Spring colour.

                               De-Fib, Penrhiwpal – as original De-fib not working, Cllr Maldwyn Lewis 
                               have been in touch with Calonnau Cymru and awaiting their response. No 
                               conformation has been received regarding the new boxes either. It was 
                               noted that the temporary one in Penrhiwpal is working.
                               Cllr Mark Davies has come across new and smaller De-fibs, costing £275 
                               each from ProTrainings.co.uk, but these need replacing every 2 years.

                              Annual Dinner – The Clerk will invite the previous Clerk Mrs Margaret
                              Sinnett Jones to the annual dinner.

5. Conformation    Cllr Roger Davies confirmed the minutes from the last meeting to be correct
of minutes          and it was seconded by Cllr.Mark Davies.

6. County                 It was a privilege and honour for Cllr.Maldwyn Lewis to be invited to 
Councillor            officially open 2 new 3G pitches in the County recently – one in Cardigan
Report                  and the other at Ysgol Bro Sion Cwilt.

                              To celebrate the Coronation, a special service will be held at St.David’s 
                              Cathedral on Sunday. Cllr.Maldwyn Lewis will attend.  

                              Ceredigion AGM will be held middle of May.           

7. Correspondence – Due the many Bank holidays in May the refuse collection service days 
                                  have changed – these have already been updated on our Website and 
                                  Facebook pages.

                                  ‘Hanfu Experience’ – Jasmine is hoping to arrange an exhibition at 
                                  Rhydlewis Hall on May 28th. Her 11 year old daughter is working on a 
                                  project ‘Arts for Wellbeing’.  They are visiting different areas with their 
                                  workshop ( Japanese, Chinese and Korean Arts). They were hoping we as 
                                  a Community council would contribute to the funding.
                                  After a long discussion Cllr.Rob Jones proposed  we pay the cost of 
                                  hiring the Hall, which would br £50.. This was seconded by Cllr Mark 
                                  Davies. This way we will help the cause and our contribution will stay 
                                  local.

COEDYBRYN – Need 2 prices for repairing bus stop roof.

Some are asking for further information regarding the 20mph speed limit coming soon. Posters have been placed in all villages that will be affected. This is all funded by   Parliament.

Last Saturday a bee exhibition was held in the Village hall and villagers were complaining of the parking situation. Iwan Evans was thanked for opening part of his field to allow vehicles to park. For the future, parking needs to be in place, and a letter would be sent to whoever arranges this exhibition next time.

MAESLLYN – Recently someone has stolen the sign for Maesllyn by the bends near Brynteg. It was also noted by the Councillors that other signs in the area have disappeared – farm animals by Nantgwylan, Penrhiwpal, the sign for Coedybryn near Blaenbachcrydd and the sign for Croeslan near Tower Hill.
